Risky Behavoirs Makes You a Target

The more risky behaviors kids engage in online, they are more likely to 

become a victim of an online offence. These risky behaviors include:

Å Posting personal information (50%)

Å Interacting with online strangers (45%)

Å Play online games with strangers (35%)

Å Sending personal information to strangers (26%)

Å Visiting X-rated sites (13%)

Å Talking about sex with strangers (5%)



Ways That Social Media Impacts Your Health

Research has found that media can influence childrenôs:

Å Beliefs and behaviors in terms of violence and aggression

Å Sex and substance abuse

Å Obesity and eating disorders. 

Heavy television viewing has been linked with:

Å Attention-deficit disorder

Å Diminished academic performance

Å Hypertension, asthma, 

Å Sleep and mood disorders

Å Psychological distress and depression.
